Auto Longlining 
The nominated Australian vessel will be targeting Antarctic toothfish (Dissostichus mawsoni) using a 40, 000 hook Mustad Autoline System including a Mustad 3000 Autobaiter baiting machine. The vessel is also fitted with an SP2000 Mustad Autoline hook separator, Autoline Combi haulers, and Mustad Line Controller systems (to reduce the chance of line breakage).
