Draft Articles 

RATIONALE 

In the Chilean delegation's opinion~ consideration 

should be given to the adoption of interim 

provisions to be applied during the period between 

the signing of the·Convention on the Conservation 

of Antarctic Marine Living Resources and the 

adortion of the corresponding final provisions 

by the Commission following its entry into force, 

in accordance with the spirit of recommendation 

IX-2-11. 

Essentially, those interim measures should set or 

determine maximum catches allowable and/or maximum 

harvesting applicable, on the basis of the fullest 

data available. 

To ensure the efficiency of those provisions, it i: 

essential to divide the area of application 0f th~ 

Convention into regions or subregions, designed t~ 

avoid undue concentration of haTvesting, To this 

end, maximum partial catches allowable or maximum 

harvesting allowed should be established for each 

region or subregion . 
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Draft Articles 

The c0ntracting articles agree on the establishme~, 

of regions and 0f maximum catches and maximum 

harvesting allowed withi~ the area of application 

of the Convention, based on areas of distribution 

and estimated abundance of populations ~f 

Antarctic marine living resources, for the peri0d 

between the signing of this Convention and its 

entry into force.
